The tenth meeting of the Panel of Judges of the Polish Prize of Sérgio Vieira de Mello, UN High Commissioner’s for Human Rights took place on 12 September 2013 and was dedicated to choosing the Laureates of the Prize and awarding Persons and Nongovernmental Organization for their achievements in promoting peaceful coexistence and cooperation between societies, religions and cultures.
